Dieter BErG, England und der Kontinent. Studien zur auswirtigen Politik der anglonorman-
nischen Konige im 11. und 12. Jahrhundert, Bochum (Verlag Dr. Dieter Winkler) 1987, 639 p.

This 1s an ambitious book with a laudable objective, namely, a history of English
foreign policy under the Anglo-Norman kings from William I through Henry 1. In a dense
and illuminating preface the author argues that long held views about the claims of Holy
Roman Emperors to universal authority in Europe have long misled medieval political
historians. According to these views the universalist claims of medieval emperors ruled out
both the development of a conception of political sovereignty outside the empire and of
sovereign states themselves. It is thus inaccurate to speak of the existence of a European state
system prior to the end of the Middle Ages or of independant foreign policies of individual
states. Challenging this view Dieter Berg here sets himself the task of describing the formation
and development of the foreign policies of the Anglo-Norman kings brought about by the
radical changes of the Norman Conquest of 1066.

He divides his treatment of the subject into two large sections, the first and longest of which
(over 350 pages) is a narrative, chronological treatment of the foreign policy measures of the
kings in question. This leads him necessarily to concentrate on the efforts of William I and his
sons to consolidate their authority and create a viable state out of both England and
Normandy. Given the geographical division of this state into two separate lands and peoples,
virtually every move of those monarchs in the direction of integration falls under the heading
of foreign policy. Not only relations with foreign rulers and the papacy in the traditional sense
of the term but also relations with their own barons, prelates, and townspeople. And Berg
does not limit himself merely to describing the steps, military and diplomatic, taken by those
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monarchs, he is also vitally interested in identifying the forces, groups, and individuals both
domestic and foreign whose relations with the Anglo-Norman kings influenced the policies of
the latter, The foreign policy followed at any given moment was a response to a multitude of
pressures, internal and foreign, as well as to theoretical objectives.

The second section of the book of nearly 200 pages 1s what the author calls a structural
analysis of the European alliance system in the 11th and 12th centuries, that is, of the
international political framework within which the Anglo-Norman kings created their great
empire. In this section he examines in order the following topics — the power basis of the
English monarchy (e. g. available military forces), contemporary notions about royal autho-
rity which served as ideological underpinings of royal power; and the importance of the
papacy and the empire as international factors in the shaping of English policy. As a result of
his desire to understand his subject in the broadest sense possible, rather than in the more
restricted view of diplomatic history as the study of formal relations between heads of states,
Berg’s narrative of Anglo-Norman foreign policy is often barely distinguishable from
conventional political history of the monarchy, a recounting, year-by-year of royal political
happenings. This adds greatly to the length of the book which exceeds 600 pages (in treating
about 70 years of the history of a single 12th century state) and, in my view, weakens the force
of the author’s argument. Moreover the author’s analysis in the second part of the book of
events and policies described in narrative form in the first part, leads to considerable
duplication, further lengthening the book.

To me the strength of the book is the author’s approach to Anglo-Norman history from the
single organizing perspective of foreign policy. He has generally not attempted to uncover
new information on this or that phase of Anglo-Norman foreign policy. This is not 2 work of
archival research. In his notes he refers almost always to the works of 20th century historians
of this period of English history in order to compare and contrast his views with theirs. Not
that he neglects original sources but his objective of seeing the period as a whole precludes
detailed examination of individual incidents. Still he occasionally ventures into what he calls
relatively uncharted territory such as in his section (pp.396tf) on Anglo-Norman notions
about Herrschaftsideologie. His bibliography is noteworthy in bringing out the contributions
of German scholars to Anglo-Norman studies in recent years.

Cartulaire chronique du prieuré Saint-Georges d’Hesdin. Publié par Robert Fossier, Paris
(Editions du CINRS) 1988, 293 S.

Das Chartular des in der Dizese Thérouanne gelegenen und von der im Jahre 1079
gegrindeten Benediktinerabtei Anchin abhingigen Priorates Saint-Georges d’Hesdin ist
durch die vorliegende Edition der Forschung nunmehr allgemein zuginglich gemacht worden.
Sie umfaflt 473 Texte vornehmlich aus der Zeit des 12.Jh., die vor allem das soziale und
okonomische Umfeld der kleinen Gemeinschaft erhellen. Die diesbezuglichen Informationen
sind von dem Bearbeiter des Registers, das sich in den Archives départementales du Nord
(Fond d’Anchin, 1 H 1757) betindet, gesammelt und in einer Einleitung (S. 7-37) ausgewertet
worden. Sein Interesse gilt der mittelalterlichen Landwirtschaft bis hin zur Entwicklung des
Miihlenwesens. Zu genaueren topographischen und rechtsgeschichtlichen Untersuchungen,
die auf den folgenden Seiten ithren Niederschlag finden (5. 15-24), veranlassen den Bearbeiter
die zahlreichen Ubertragungen von Grundbesitz. Ebenso gilt sein Augenmerk dem Personen-
kreis der Tradenten, der unter rechts- und personengeschichtlichem Aspekt betrachtet wird
(S. 24-35).

In der Einleitung vermissen wird man ein Kapitel iiber die Griindung und verfassungsrecht-
liche Stellung des Priorates, woriiber das Chartular durchaus Auskunft gibt. Heranzuziehen
