The Archives announces the
availability for research of the
Joseph Breck records and the
Bachstitz, Inc. records. Joseph

Breck (1885-1933) served The
Metropolitan Museum as Assis-
tant Curator in the Department
of Decorative Arts (1909-14),
Curator of the Department of
Decorative Arts (1917-33), As-
sistant Director of the Museum
(1917-33) and Director of The
Cloisters (1932-33). He was clo-
sely involved with the original
building plans and collection ar-
rangement for The Cloisters.
Breck was associated with nu-
merous exhibitions, most nota-
bly the Industrial Arts Exhibiti-
ons (1918-29), and he was re-
sponsible for many acquisitions
primarily in the field of Decora-
tive Arts. He is a prolific writer
in the fields of textiles, sculp-
ture, furniture, as well as exhibiti-
on planning, display techniques
and presentation. The records
document his numerous roles
within the Museum and include
correspondence and inter-office
memos with museum staff; cor-
respondence with collectors,
dealers and lenders of objects;
reports, pamphlets, catalogs
and other published materials.

Art dealer Kurt Walter Bachstitz
(1882-1949) was active in Ber-
lin, Munich, Amsterdam, The
Hague, and New York City
through the 1920s and 1930s.
His inventory featured Old Mas-
ter and modern paintings, min-
iatures, Renaissance bronzes,
Medieval objects, classical Greek
and Byzantine jewelry, as well as
Islamic glass, and his clientele
included many notable private
