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Many of the fascinating buildings illustrated
and discussed in Die Revolte der Gotik nevertheless
remain obscure, and de la Riestra has done a great
service for the field by presenting them in the
context of this multi-faceted study. In broader
thematic terms, meanwhile, de la Riestra’s book
makes a powerful argument for the merits of a
Germanic tradition in which many of the norms of
French Gothic design were not just modified, but
actively subverted. In sum, therefore, Die Revolte

der Gotik ranks as a significant and welcome
contribution to the literature on late Gothic
architecture, which deserves the attention of all
readers interested in the subject. 
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
