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This  essential  bibliography  on  Jan  van
Stinemolen's Panorama  of  Naples (1582)  in-
cludes additional titles relating to the inter-
pretation of this drawing, as well as the digi-
tized  maps  annotated  at  the  Bibliotheca
Hertziana – Max Planck Institute for Art His-
tory,  which  were  fundamental  to  the  ap-
proach followed and exemplified in this vol-
ume. The aim of  this  collaborative research

project was twofold:  to identify as many of
the  sites  visualized  in  Stinemolen's  monu-
mental  drawing  as  possible,  and to investi-
gate its artistic composition and intermedial
construction, which revealed how this work
is  far  from  a  simple  snapshot  of  Naples  in
1582.
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
